UW-Waukesha’s FAST TRACK Program Offers Options 
for Adults Looking to Start a Bachelor’s Degree

WAUKESHA, Wis. – With the University of Wisconsin-Waukesha’s FAST TRACK program, adults can begin their way to a bachelor’s degree with little disruption to their current lifestyle. 
UW-Waukesha’s FAST TRACK program is designed for working adults. By offering accelerated evening and online course options, participants can finish an Associate Degree in as little as two years. After earning an Associate Degree from UW-Waukesha, students can transfer seamlessly to any University of Wisconsin institution to complete a bachelor’s degree.
Two mini-semesters are held within the traditional fall and spring semesters and classes are also held in between semesters (the Winterim) and in the summer. The FAST TRACK degree plan can be done at a student’s own pace, but it is possible to complete an Associate Degree in as little as two years even by taking no more than one class at a time. Completion of the Associate Degree is dependent upon prior completion of English and mathematics core requirements and transfer credits.
FAST TRACK courses are able to be held more often than regularly scheduled courses due to the fact that the information is covered much faster. Some of the course material may be covered online in a blended format. All classes will be held in the evening and tuition is the same ($191.83 per hour) as it is for regularly scheduled courses. Financial aid is available for those who qualify.
Enrollment for the Spring semester of FAST TRACK courses is ongoing. UW-Waukesha offers three courses in each half of the Spring semester. In the first seven weeks, Composition II, Introduction to Women’s Studies and Biology of Human Sexuality and Reproduction are being held. In the second half of the semester, Crime and Criminal Justice, Multicultural Literature in America and The Film as Social History are on the schedule.
